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What is the National Health Insurance?

The National Health Insurance is a medical insurance run by the city to protect your health. The system is to support each other. When you get sick or injured and need
to take a medical treatment, the insurance tax paid by all the members will cover the expenses. You only have to pay a part of the medical expenses.

An Insurance Certificate will be issued to its members.

When you join the insurance, the insurance card will be issued. It will be needed when you become sick or injured and go see a doctor. So take good care of it.
Nobody else can use your card. If you lend or pass to other people, you will be punished according to the law.

You can receive medical treatment with your card.

When you get sick or injured, you can receive medical treatment at medical institutions. By showing the card, you only have to pay 30% of the total expenses.

You must pay the insurance tax.

70% of your medical expenses will be paid by the city whose source of revenue is the insurance tax paid by the members. You have the tax obligation and it must be
paid by the due date. If your tax is drawn automatically from your bank account, make sure to have enough balance for the payment.

If you do not pay the tax...

If you do not pay the tax, you must return the insurance card. Without the card, you have to pay the whole medical expenses when you get sick or injured and need to
receive medical treatment.

The tax will be decided according to your income report.

Your tax is decided according to your income report every year. Do not forget to report your income every year regardless of your status.

In the following cases, you need to report us.

When you move out to the other city or leave Japan, you must report your change in status to the Insurance & Pension Division Insurance Section and return your
insurance card. After moving out, you must join the National Health Insurance of the new city. The card issued by Bungotakada City can no longer be used.
